Here it is again, another 70 degree Sarasota morning and I’m just about done with getting the boat rigged out for another day of fish catching in paradise.  We’ve been tearing up the big trout and the pompano in the bay using soft body jigs and banana jigs tipped with shrimp.  They’re also taking live shrimp under popping corks and free lined shrimp too.  That makes it easy for the folks who want a casual fishing day without a lot of continual casting and reeling. The hard bars and the cuts at the bar tips where the tides move have been very productive.  I’m also putting my clients on some big red fish and black drum near and around bottom structure and docks.  Some of the fish are over 30 inches long, so there’s quite a battle when I pull out the light tackle.  The gulf has been super productive too, with big catches of grouper, snapper and some early season cobia on the reefs quite close to the beach.  I’m still finding big flounder on the reefs just a mile offshore and the blue fish and early season mackerel are hitting just about anything you throw at them.  I really love this type of fishing.  Everyone can participate in the fun, with a little instruction you’ll be fishing like a pro!  Our ride time out is just 10 minutes and we’re getting into fish in the 20lb class. That’s been giving even the half day charters a lot of fishing time and those rides out and back are nice too as we cruise along some of the most beautiful scenery in the world.  Looking ahead, I see even more sheepshead porgy moving into the back bay docks and mangroves with Spanish mackerel and trout moving out on to the flats in the afternoons and in the deeper waters during morning low tides.  Here’s a taste of what I’m talking about.
